THE ENTIRE CAMERA – WITH FILM UNDEVELOPED and completed entry 

form with $7.00 member/$9 non-member entry fee* per camera, must be 

BROUGHT OR MAILED TO THE CARROLL COUNTY ARTS CENTER BY

PHOTO CONTEST ENTRIES GO HERE 

Please follow this procedure to assure a smooth show. 

Please be sure entry form is filled out completely with brand name of camera 

and camera number if there is one .  Also, make sure age category is filled out. 

1. Take payment.  

2. Give receipt. 

3. Enter contestant’s name, age, and camera type and number(s) on the 

attached entrant inventory sheet. 

4. Write entrant’s name on the outside of the disposable camera with a magic 

marker. 

5. Wrap entry form around the disposable camera and secure both together 

with a rubber band. 

6. Place camera and entry form together into this box. 

 

 

There can be no late entries because all the cameras will be taken for developing 

immediately on the 17th where they will be coded to assure impartial judging.  

Once developed, the discs will go to the judges for review.  (Last year, late entries 

created quite a bit of confusion and stress.)
